Fort Union, at the confluence of Missouri and Yellowstone River

From 1851 to 1891 Ft. Union was the trading center
for fur between trappers and the American Indians.
Besides this beautiful restored place the northwest
part of North Dakota got destroyed by oil drilling and
fracking. Everywhere trucks which are transporting
water and sand to the drilling sides. Everywhere the
landscape is destroyed for the pipes and oil storage
instead of silos. The night sky is illuminated not by
the starlight but by the burning gas lights. Towns are
here for short time residency, very very sad!
